1. Characteristics of the school

1.1
We are a private bilingual BESST high school with English and Slovak as the language of instruction. We were established on September 1, 2014. We are included in the network of schools and school facilities of the Ministry of Education and Culture of the Slovak Republic, we fully fulfill the Slovak State Education Program.

1.2We have been granted Cambridge International School status by the University of Cambridge International Examinations and authorized to conduct Cambridge International Examinations up to A-Level at the school's premises, at the Cambridge International Center 'BESST International School'. We provide education accepted all over the world. We strictly complyThe Declaration of the Rights of the Child and the Charter of Fundamental Rights and Freedoms in relation to pupils, teachers and other school employees.

1.3A positive environment in which we educate and raise students is of primary importance to us. The approach we choose is in the spirit of our school's mission: "With love and respect, we support children on their journey to education." Five values are important to us on this journey: with heart, creatively, together, safely, but also challenging.

The private bilingual grammar school BESST (hereinafter referred to as SBG BESST) is located in the school building at Limbova Street No. 3 in Trnava, which also houses the BESST Private Kindergarten and the BESST Private Elementary School.

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School holidays for the respective school year are published on the school's website.

When planning family trips and holidays, it is necessary to respect the dates of the holidays. In the event that the pupil will be absent during the school period due to a trip or family vacation, the parent shall notify the school director of the said event in the form of a request to release the pupil from classes. It is not the teacher's duty to individually explain the subject covered during the student's absence. In this case, the parents are responsible for the student's learning of the missed subjects.

At the time of mid-year, end-of-year and international Cambridge tests (listed in the school calendar published on the school's website), it is important that parents try to fully respect these pre-determined test dates and not request that the student be released from classes.

Pursuant to Act no. 245/2008 Coll., the school principal has the right to grant 5 days of principal's leave during the school year, mainly for organizational and operational reasons. The director's leave will be announced in due time.

During vacations, national holidays and director's leave, school operations are interrupted.

3. School and family

3.1 We consider the relationship between parents and the school to be equal and a partnership. Pupils, parents and the school form one team, whose primary interest is the upbringing and education of the pupil in a friendly, respectful environment, based on an individual approach and predetermined rules.

4. Communication

4.1
ParentsThey are informed about educational results, planned events, Fr organizational and other school matters through the online student book (IŽK), e-mail, the school website or at parent meetings. The student is also present at the individual parent meetings between the class teacher and the parent. The teacher's consultation hours, published on the school's website, are used for individual discussions about the student's progress. Parents should regularly pay attention to this information and monitor the school website. Parents have the opportunity to look at the teaching process at any time, after agreement with the school management.

4.2
We welcome comments on the school's activities from parents. Parents can express them verbally or by e-mail addressed to teachers or directly to the school management. Teachers are obliged to immediately interpret parents' comments to the school management.

4.3
In the premises of the lower vestibule is the school's contact point - the reception, which aims to make communication with parents more efficient. It serves as a place where parents wait for their child in case of personal pick-up from school after school and providing basic information about events, trips, logging in and out, links for teachers, help with all agendas, selling uniforms, lost and found and for providing other information about the school and activities organized by the school.
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4.4
The BESST school uses the EduPage platform for communicationhttps://sbgbesst.edupage.org/. Pupils and parents have the opportunity to see the classification, the curriculum covered, their child's absences, notifications from teachers and others. Parents also have the option to sign in/out of the child's diet on selected days and to excuse the child's absence.

5. Code of conduct for students of the Private Bilingual Gymnasium

BESST

It is very important to positively influence the value orientation of our students, their attitudes, opinions, and behavior. We lead pupils to independence - to understand that exploring the world, learning and acquiring knowledge is in their own interest. We hold them accountable for their actions, we emphasize a pleasant, safe and stimulating environment for teaching. We do not tolerate bullying in any form. We familiarize all students and school employees with the essence, forms and dangerous consequences of bullying as antisocial behavior of individuals and groups.

We believe that specific rules of conduct, appropriate praise and motivation can help us a lot. However, in case of violations, we must also take educational measures, the purpose of which is not to punish students, but to warn them of mistakes and explain the correct approach. Commendations and measures are awarded to students on an ongoing basis, they are always evaluated over a period of one semester. Praises and reprimands are not transferred to the next six months.

We approach the education of pupils with respect and with heart. If the teacher discovers a violation of the school's school rules, he resolves this violation with the student primarily through a conversation, as we consider an individual approach to education and training to be very important. The teacher can solve the offense in other ways, such as talking to the parents (by phone or in person), talking to the student after class.

If the teacher deems it necessary, along with the solutions mentioned above, the teacher can also write the offense in the online student book.

In the event of a serious violation of the school's school rules, the teacher resolves the offense and the overall behavior of the student with his superior. The teacher may consider excluding the student from the lesson, propose excluding the student from classes for 1 or more days. Continuous violation of the school's school rules can lead to the proposal of an educational measure (reprimand, reprimand), or even to a reduced behavior grade and termination of the education contract.

5.1Student rights of SBG BESST
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5.1.1 You have the right to:

a) express your opinion, belief, think critically, think freely: proactively approach the process of learning and getting to know each other, prefer active research to passively receiving knowledge from the teacher, ask questions and look for answers yourself, think alternatively - look for all possible other solutions and procedures

b) for information, protection of privacy, honor and dignity - you have the right to the principle of equality, not to be discriminated against and the right to a fair process: be honest and truthful, look for values in your classmates that they recognize, take an example from their positive sides - communicate effectively, do not tolerate bullying, resolve disputes diplomatically, work as a team, act judiciously and find appropriate words to express your feelings and emotions, argue, ask "Why?" and justify

c) for rest and free time, freedom of association and assembly at school: think up and organize events for your classmates, learn to be a responsible, consistent, creative, persistent, understanding and motivating leader

d) for equal access to education: if you don't understand, ask, be responsible for your progress in your knowledge and skills

e) an individual approach respecting his abilities and possibilities, talent and state of health to the extent established by Act no. 245/2008 (Education Act): work to your maximum in the subjects that you enjoy and in which you want to realize yourself, in other subjects work so that you feel good about your work - do not take learning lightly, be hard on yourself. Failure to progress in the subject may be grounds for termination of the education contract.

f) upbringing and education in a safe and hygienic environment: take care of a safe environment at school, in your classroom, and in your desk, keep them clean and tidy, try to minimize the work of the cleaner or the janitor with your actions - you can do many things proactively and clean up himself. Observe psychohygiene and go for a walk during the breaks, stock up on fresh air

g) for individual education under the conditions established according to §24 - §26 of Act no. 245/2008 (Education Act):

h) to be elected to the student school council, to the school council and to act in it, through the elected student representative to participate in the activities of the school council (submit comments, suggestions, proposals, measures): be an active partner in achieving a creative atmosphere in the school and defining the boundaries that we want, and which we don't want to cross.

i) to know the content of the curriculum and thematic lesson plans for the school year, for quality teaching in each compulsory and optional subject, to choose optional subjects from the set offered, or with your interest to initiate the establishment of others, according to the possibilities of the school and the number of registered pupils, according to your own interest to get involved in some of the forms of interest activities organized by the school: develop your talent and potential, find yourself

j) register for international Cambridge examinations and by successfully passing them obtain a certificate issued by the University of Cambridge International Examinations: get an internationally recognized education

k) to justify the classification of individual answers, to request a commission examination (students under the age of 18 through a legal representative), to communicate with teachers in the spirit of the principles of humanity and tolerance: follow the values that we recognize together and that determine how we treat each other

l) student, teacher, academic and career mentoring implemented by the school
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5.1.2 Every pupil of SBG BESST with special educational needs has the right to:

upbringing and education using specific forms and methods that correspond to his needs and to create the necessary conditions that make this upbringing and education possible

5.2 Behavior, absence and its excuse, student's duties at school

5.2.1 Behavior at school:

a) At school, behave in a disciplined, polite and respectful manner towards all school employees, visitors and other students - it goes without saying that you will be the first to say hello and offer help if someone cannot find a classroom or a school employee.

b) Help whenever you can - be proactive and proactive, follow the agreed rules and your duties, set an example for others with your behavior. When a teacher or other school employee enters the classroom during the lesson, stand up - with this gesture you express your greeting and respect.

c) Participate in a safe environment at school - do not endanger your safety or the safety of your classmates by your actions, treat school property with care.

d) Come to school regularly and on time. Come to class dressed in your school uniform no later than 5 minutes before the start of class. After the bell rings, be in the classroom ready for teaching and disciplinedly wait for the teacher to arrive. Your mandatory presence at school is defined by your class schedule.

e) During classes, you can only leave the building and the school grounds on the basis of a request for release from classes signed by a parent. The request will be sent to the class teacher via Edupage, by email or via SMS by 8:00 a.m. on the day of your absence. Parents sign the application even if you are over 18 years old.

f) After the end of classes, you leave the school on your own, if your parents expressed their consent to your independent departure at the beginning of the school year when filling out the electronic questionnaire.
g) If your parents wish you to leave school accompanied by another person, they must indicate this in the electronic form filled in at the beginning of the school year, or give written consent to the school. If it is an extraordinary one-time authorized person, it is necessary for the parents to announce this fact by phone or in person on the given day at the school reception and provide the identification data of the one-time authorized person (OP number).
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5.2.2 Excuse for absence from classes:

a) Follow a healthy lifestyle, take care of your health and strengthen your immunity, prevent diseases - be present at classes. Each of your absences will be recorded on Edupage as unexcused until the parent excuses it. If you miss more than half the hours of the course in a half-year, you may be examined by a committee to ensure an objective assessment.

b) In the event of your absence from school, your parents will immediately, no later than 8:00 a.m. on the given day, notify the class teacher by phone of the reason and expected time of your absence. After 8:00 a.m. the student's parent reports the child's absence to the class teacher via Edupage, SMS or e-mail. A student's apology in the form of an SMS or a phone call is considered sufficient in the case of a one-day absence of the student.

c) Absence, which lasts no more than three consecutive school days, is excused by your parent via SMS, e-mail or through Edupage in the section designated for this. In exceptional cases, the school may require a medical certificate about your illness or another document confirming the justification of your absence from school.

d) If your absence from school due to illness lasts longer than three consecutive school days, your parents will submit a doctor's certificate to the class teacher.

e) After illness, you must make up missed lessons within 5 calendar days.

f) If you will be absent from school for more than three days for reasons other than health, your parents are obliged to request the school principal to be released from classes in writing.

g) If you don't feel well in the morning, talk to your parents about whether it's okay for you to go to school that day. At school, you can't take any medicines arbitrarily, not even the teachers can give them to you, so that they don't endanger your health. If you suddenly feel ill at school, I will inform the class teacher. He will agree with you whether he will contact the parents. If you have an infectious disease (e.g. jaundice, chicken pox, mononucleosis, covid...) or parasites (lice, worms), it is necessary that your parents immediately inform the school about this fact, and that you come to school only when you are cured and you do not transmit the disease or infection to your classmates and school staff.

h) School events in which you present yourself as a class are part of the teaching. You are part of the team and it is right and loyal to support your classmates with your participation. Your parent can excuse you from these actions only for serious reasons.

i) To request exemption from physical education, you must provide the school management with a written statement from a doctor.

j) To request an exemption from another subject, you must submit an official confirmation to the school management.

Duties of the student at school:

a) Communicate politely, respect the communication language English with the teachers who teach you subjects with the teaching language English throughout your stay at school. Regularly check your grades and assigned homework on Edupage. If you are not ready for the lesson (also due to illness), excuse yourself at the beginning of the lesson, before the teacher starts checking the aids or DÚ. If you want to say something or ask a question during
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the lesson, sign in by raising your hand or wait for the teacher to finish - do not interrupt or distract your classmates during the lesson.

b) Follow the principles of fair play during papers, tests and exams - don't copy, don't let it be copied, don't whisper, don't cheat. During tests, when the school bell is turned off, use a "quiet voice" in all areas of the school.

c) At school, be groomed and dressed in a clean and complete uniform meeting the standards set out in this Dress Code document.

Chewing gum, delivering food, consuming food, energy drinks and addictive substances harmful to health during classes, life-threatening objects and animals are prohibited in the school. Change into sufficiently sturdy and health-friendly footwear during your entire stay in the interior of the school building, even during afternoon classes. Change into walking shoes every time you go out for a walk or when you leave the interior of the school during classes. For physical education classes, change into sports shoes intended for physical education classes and change into clean gym clothes. If you do not have sports shoes exclusively for watching TV or gym clothes, you will not be allowed to participate in sports activities.

d) Keep your mobile phone switched off or in silent mode and put away in your bag during lessons and during school events. Use your cell phone only if you urgently need to contact your parents - do so only during one of the breaks and then put the cell phone back in your bag.

e) When working with an iPAD, respect the rules for using iPads at school, which are published on the school's website in the section documents for pupils. Always use a functional, charged and school-managed iPad.

f) Pupil 1.-3. year SBG works with the school iPad during lessons, which is under the control of the school administrator, he can have a keyboard connected to the iPad. He may not use the laptop if he has it at school, the rules for using mobile phones at school apply to him.

A student of the 4th and 5th grade of SBG during classes preferably works with the school

iPad, which is under the administration school administrator, uses the laptop only with the permission of the teacher (even if the laptop is allowed by the teacher in class, the student must have an iPad under the school's control).

g) Make digital recordings on school premises and during school events only with the permission of the teacher. For reasons of personal data protection, do not publish on your profiles on social networks digital records and photos of classmates, teachers and other students and school employees that you took on the school premises or during school events.

h) After the lesson, put the classroom in order, put the chairs on the desks and empty the storage basket in the desk, collect the trash, wipe the blackboard and close the windows. Leave the classroom to the locker room only when instructed by the teacher. Be careful with the environment: separate waste, promote this idea among your classmates and all school employees.

i) Sign your textbooks and all the things you bring to school, it will make it easier for us to quickly find the owner in cases when we move to other classrooms or move desks during school events. Treat textbooks and teaching aids economically, save school property - use the school computer, interactive whiteboard, other school equipment and classmates'
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property only with the permission of the teacher, or the owner. Do not bring valuables to school.

j) Report immediately:

· every teacher, even a minor accident or health indisposition
· to the class teacher, any change of residence and address of parents, telephone numbers of legal representatives and treating doctors (notify in time, within 10 calendar days at the latest). Deliver information intended for parents without delay.
· to the class teacher, damage to school property due to negligence, loss of a textbook, damage or loss of borrowed property (e.g. iPAD) and replace the lost/damaged item with a new one at your own expense, or reimburse the school for the value of the damaged/lost item.
k) Follow the teacher's instructions at school events. During classes, excursions, temporary jobs, trips, etc. school regulations apply to you in full. For these events, you must arrive at the destination on time, leave and return together with the group. In the case of leaving the event on your own, you must hand over the request form signed by the legal representative to the teacher.

l) Always leave the school premises only under the supervision of a teacher, if you leave the school without supervision, do so only between 1:40 p.m. and 2:10 p.m. (during the lunch break), if your parents have given their consent in the school form. When arriving at school, leaving school and between 1:40 p.m. and 2:10 p.m., don't forget to beep at the reception.

At the end of the semester, the class teacher proposes written praise for:

· excellent grade (ie grade with an average of 1.2 to 1.5),
· significant improvement in performance at the end of the school year compared to the first half of the year.

A written commendation to the school principal is proposed by the class teacher and approved by the school's pedagogical council at the end of the semester to a student who has not committed serious offenses against school rules for:

· selfless help, highly humane approach to people, public recognition by another person or institution,
· publication of the school magazine,
· extraordinary performance or exemplary act within the school,
· active work in the student school council, School Council, school mentoring program
· successful representation of the school, i.e. placing in a leading place in the district or higher round of the competition (usually top 3),
· exemplary representation of the school within international projects (individual or group
performance),

At the end of the semester, the class teacher proposes a written commendation to the school principal for:

· excellent grade with an average of up to 1.2 (the exact average will be stated on the commendation)
5.3.5 Violations and measures

We approach the education of pupils with respect and with heart.

ViolationThe school rules are resolved by the teacher and the student through an individual conversation.

If the teacher considers it necessary, he solves the violation of the School Code in other ways, such as by talking to the parents (by phone or in person), or by talking to the student after class.

Registration of the offense in the IŽK is at the discretion of the teacher.
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Serious violationThe school rules are always solved individually by the teacher with the student and his superior. He assesses the situation as a whole and with regard to the student's behavior and needs. In addition to the above solutions, they are also looking for other suitable ways.

In the event of serious violations of the school's School Regulations, the student may be given one of the educational measures - from a warning from the class teacher to a reduction in the behavior grade.

6. Rating

6.1 During the school year, students are evaluated by percentages, on the report card they are evaluated by grade or graduated with a degree.

For Cambridge tests, MOCK tests and Full Cambridge test, special assessment according to Cambridge criteria will be used.

Evaluation of academic subjects

The rated activities are:

thematic tests, oral examinations, dictations, essays and projects:
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· weight 1 (importance) has marks from oral answers, tests, projects,

· weight 2 (importance) have grades for Cambridge tests, essays and Testing 9.

Unrated activities are:

homework and five-minute games. Their evaluation has only an informative nature of feedback.

When evaluating the test, we focus on the subject matter and phenomena that the test was aimed at. We do not evaluate errors that do not relate to the curriculum of the given subject. If the errors are related to the curriculum of the subject, but the test was not focused on them, we evaluate them more moderately, or we do not evaluate them at all. However, we will mark them in the test and inform the student about it.

Graded activities must be entered in Edupage at least 3 days in advance. Pupils can take only one graded test and oral examination in one day. (In addition to this, they can also write other five-minute pieces, as these are not evaluated.)

As a rule, evaluated activities are implemented only after the entire thematic unit has been taken over, they can also be held continuously if the thematic unit is extensive. It is essential that the part of the curriculum that will be evaluated has been sufficiently covered and practiced in advance.

All students must have completed the graded tests.The teacher will give all the corrected papers home to the students.

We notify the students of the results of the evaluated activities as soon as possible, but no later than within seven calendar days of the evaluation activity.

A student does not receive a grade of 0% for an unsubmitted graded activity (e.g. project). We deal with such a situation educationally (with the student, parent, school principal). In the criteria of the overall assessment, however, we can also take into account possible late submission of assessed activities (usually -5%, maximum -10%).

6.2After a long absence from school (e.g. after illness - at least 5 working days), we will allow pupils to catch up on their studies. We evaluate them first on the 6th day after returning to school.

If the student was not present in the class at the time of writing the thematic test, style work or dictation, he must write them at an alternative date. Other types of assessed activities (e.g. project, essay from ANJ, etc.) may be replaced by the student. will not replace according to the teacher's decision.

6.3
We motivate students to do their best and give them the opportunity to correct their grades, after agreement with the teacher. The original grade is marked with the symbol # in the IŽK. If the student does not work in class or abuses the grade correction system, the teacher may not allow the student to correct the grade. The maximum number of corrections per school year for a given subject is 4.

A grade of 90% or more is not corrected.
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6.4Student evaluation is carried out in accordance with the Methodological Instruction of the Ministry of Education and Culture No. 21/2011 on

evaluation and classification of secondary school students. Specific evaluation conditions in individual subjects are accessible to parents and students on the school's website.

6.5 Students are required to take the Cambridge International Examinations

· from the subject Mathematics IGCSE and English IGCSE (Physics IGSCE and Biology IGSCE - compulsory for students starting from the school year 2022/23) in the second and third years
· from three AS level subjects in the fourth year, and three A2 level subjects in the fifth year, if they are studying in a class with an international programme.
Note: Pupils in a class with an international program can also take A Level exams in the fifth year, omitting the AS level in the fourth year (Schematically: AS level + A2 level = A level)

6.6The condition for a pupil's transfer to a class with an international program after the end of the third year is the successful completion of at least 2 international IGCSE level exams with a grade of B or better. A student has the opportunity to transfer from a class with an international program to a bilingual branch in the fourth grade no later than 15.10. of the current school year.

7. School uniform

7.1
Pupils of the first to third year must attend school dressed in a complete school uniform. Fourth and fifth grade students attend school ininformal elegant clothing made of opaque material of any color, without fashionable patches and imitation holes, with a length of at least half the thighs, which covers their underwear, abdomen and lower back.

7.2
During the year, 2 types of uniforms are used (ordinary and ceremonial). Pupils are required to wear school uniforms to class, they can change into civilian clothes 5 minutes before leaving school or into uniform within 5 minutes after arriving at school in the area next to the locker room, they always enter the classroom fully dressed in school uniform. During cold days, they can wear white or black undershirts, or undershirts in the color of the uniform shirt, under their uniform shirts. The uniform is mandatory for specific events that will be announced in advance. The ceremonial uniform is worn by all pupils (1st-5th grade) on the first and last day of school, on the day of the half-yearly report card, on the day of writing AS or A level international exams, graduations, for festive school events (parties, events for parents, DOD , ...). Signing out and signing up for meals is only possible electronically via the Edupage website.

· The meal can be canceled or re-registered no later than 7:00 a.m. on that day.
· The child's parent/legal representative is responsible for opting out of the meal. Exceptions are school trips and other school events, when students from the meal plan are voted for the event by the corresponding teacher.
· If the parent does not sign the child out of the meal on time, it is possible to take the meal to the lunchroom between 11:30 a.m. and 1:00 p.m. on this day.
9. Parking

Parents are advised to park on the school grounds in designated areas so that there are no traffic jams in the area of the road in front of the school. At the same time, we recommend parents not to park on the yellow line on the road, but to use the option of stopping on the broken yellow line in front of the school, where they can stop for a while so that the child can get out of the vehicle. Such a method of unloading children from the vehicle will significantly speed up and lighten traffic and parking in the rear parking lot of the school.

Pupil-drivers park their cars in places designated for school employees, respecting the agreed rules for parking cars of school employees.

We remind parents and student drivers to lock their cars and not leave valuables in the car in a visible place.

Payments for school events

With a binding application for a school event, the parent undertakes to pay the fee specified in the application. If you cannot participate in the event due to health or personal reasons,
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the fee (or its aliquot part) will be refunded to your parents only if this does not increase the fee for the event for the students who participate in the event and the relevant organization returns the overpayment to the school.

11.
ONLINE teaching

11.1. During the duration of the pandemic (e.g. COVID-19 disease), we must respect that, in the event of a decision by the Office of Public Health, education will take place in a distance form. The distance form of education of the school's pupils takes place through electronic communication with the teachers in the following forms:

· online lessons via Teams,

· through the EduPage portal

· through telephone communication.

Online teaching fully replaces face-to-face teaching, and during this teaching it is necessary to follow the School Regulations.

Online classes are organized at a time that corresponds to the school schedule.

Teachers of individual subjects will teach online from 8:30 a.m. to 2:55 p.m. in a reasonable scope and reasonable difficulty, with the determination of the exact date for study/elaboration:

· new curriculum (e.g. study texts, presentations, ...)

· tasks for practicing the subject matter (worksheets, supplementary materials, ...)

· assignments to verify understanding of the subject matter (tests, examinations, ...)

· projects for independent work

· other (video, audio recording, etc.).

Pupils need to be given sufficient time to complete the assigned tasks. The teacher complies with the requirement of proportionality.

11.2. DUTIES OF THE STUDENT DURING ONLINE TEACHING:

1. During class, the student is logged in to the lesson via the Teams application on an iPad or PC - not on a mobile phone.

2. He is ready for the lesson, dressed appropriately, sits at the desk where he has writing aids prepared and has the camera on during the lesson.

3. He is active during the lesson, he applies for a word by clicking on the hand.
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4. If the student cannot attend classes/lessons, the non-attendance must be excused in accordance with the School Regulations.

5. The student checks the assigned homework via Edupage and sends the assigned work to the teacher according to the specified instructions.

6. In case of non-participation of students in distance education, failure to complete tasks and failure to hand in completed assignments, these students may take commission exams even during distance education.

7. According to Act 18/2018 Coll. (Personal Data Protection Act), it is strictly forbidden to record and subsequently publish online lessons on social networks without the consent of the teacher - otherwise it will be a serious violation of school rules.

12. Zyesreallynonehprovisions

These School Regulations are published on the school's website, in case of ambiguities, they are interpreted by the pedagogical council, respectively. principal.

The school rules were approved by the pedagogical council on September 12, 2022 with effect from September 13, 2022.

The school regulations can be supplemented, changed and modified as necessary only after discussion in the pedagogical council and with the consent of the school principal.
